The one day competition is the first of three to be held at the Hobby Shop and is expected to draw over 50 players to compete for prizes. The event will be broken into two age groups; 8-12 and 13+. First place prizes are Nintendo Wii consoles systems. Second place winners will receive $50 gift certificates to the hobby shop and third place prizes $25 certificates to Best Buy. 

The Wilson event is part of the $50,000 Tournament Series that will be played in game stores throughout the US and Canada. The $25,000 Championship will be held at GENCON 2010 in Indianapolis, Indiana, this August. Players will compete on Duncan’s revolutionary new Organized Play table top Battle Arenas. WarStone is a totally new concept in trading card games that combines card strategy with marble shooting action. The WarStone battle arena, a revolutionary idea in competitive collector card events, was custom designed to contain the marbles on the table top. 
Richard C. Levy, co-inventor of WarStone, will make a guest appearance at the Wilson event. Richard has been creating and licensing original concepts for 35 years. His more than 200 licensed products include one of the best-known and successful toys of all time, Furby, the interactive, animatronic creature that has sold 50 million units, in 57 countries, and seven languages. Richard’s other games consist of Men are from Mars, Women are from Venus and Adverteasing, both million unit sellers. His products have generated over $1.5 billion on worldwide sales.
Richard has published 14 books including the Complete Idiot’s Guide to Cashing In on Your Inventions and Toy and Game Inventor’s Handbook (co-authored with Ron Weingartner) and are both acclaimed. www.greatideagear.com/toybook

WarStone was selected as one of the top new toys of 2009 by The Washington Post. In December 2009, Duncan held a demo tournament at Samurai Comics in Phoenix, AZ. The owner of the store, Mike Banks, commented after the demonstration with: “The players loved the head-to-head battles. Unlike other gaming tournaments, WarStone brought a new element, transforming the tournament play into a spectator sport--crowds of people gathered around each battlefield to cheer on the game in progress.”
    What makes WarStone different is Marble Power. Players use marbles or “stones” as assault weapons in combination with trading cards to knock opposing stones off the battlefield through high-velocity, high-impact attacks. A range of assaults and defensive moves are directed by the instructions on the cards. Hold a stone between your eyes and drop it onto the enemy.  Bounce a stone off the ground before it strikes its target.  Challenges abound. Decide a trajectory and how hard to shoot. The goal of each epic battle is to eradicate a predetermined number of opposing stones.
